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Abstract

The quality of education and teaching in rural primary schools has always been an important problem that puzzles people. The Party and
the state attach great importance to education and teaching in rural areas. In order to further improve the quality of education and
teaching in rural primary schools, it is necessary to explore the current factors affecting the improvement of education and teaching
quality, and to find an effective solution under the background of grasping these factors.
