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Reflections on Strengthening the Performance Management of
State-owned Assets in Colleges under the Background of New Media

[Abstract] Based on the background of new media, strengthening the performance management of state-owned assets in colleges is an inevitable
choice to improve the level of college asset management and meet the needs of the times.
