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Analysis of the Historical Evolution of Traditional Village Landscape
in Xiangxi Prefecture
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[Abstract] The traditional villages of Xiangxi Tujia and Miao Autonomous Prefecture (referred to as Xiangxi Prefecture) living in the Wuling
Mountains are a shining pearl on the land of the Chinese nation, and the scientific and effective protection and utilization of traditional villages is of
great significance to the revitalization of rural areas in Xiangxi Prefecture. The article first analyzes the changes in the farming structure of traditional
villages in Xiangxi Prefecture, believing that it has experienced a process from fishing and hunting to slash-and-burn cultivation stage to intensive
farming, which has also deeply affected the formation and change of villagers' settlement forms and village structures, and the village form has gradually
changed from scattered and small in the early days to the same surname and the same sect gathering in one village and then developing into a form of
residence with a certain large surname as the main body and mixed with other surnames. At the same time, it is proposed that the traditional village
landscape in Xiangxi Prefecture can be basically divided into four stages: the period of migration and dispersion, the period of formation and
development, the period of stable development, and the period of blended and enriched development. The analysis of the historical evolution of the
traditional village landscape in Xiangxi Prefecture is conducive to the active protection and inheritance of traditional villages from the perspective of
sustainable development of the landscape.
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
