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[Abstract] Social gender budget is an important measure to achieve gender equality among all countries. Integrating gender awareness into the
government budget process is of great practical significance to promoting gender equality, improving the efficiency of the use of financial funds and
promoting the equalization of public services. China has always attached great importance to protecting the legitimate rights and interests of women
and children, and as an important task of governance, the development of women and children has been incorporated into the national governance
program. This paper introduces the basic situation and development process of gender budget in detail, and deeply discusses the main practices,
successful experiences and existing problems of gender budget implementation in G20 countries, which provides some enlightenment for the
implementation of gender budget system in China.
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
