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Countermeasures and Discussion on the Construction of Community

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[Abstract] Objective: Analyze and discuss the current needs of community elderly for community aged care services, and explore the specific
countermeasures for the construction of community pension service system in the context of population aging. METHODS: A questionnaire survey
was conducted among 200 elderly people in a community to analyze their needs for community pension services, and to explore the Countermeasures
for the construction of community pension service system. Result: Elderly people have a high demand for community endowment service. The scores
of 10 community service needs, such as day care service, hour service, housekeeping service, night care service, elderly buffet service, community
health care service, escort medical service, first aid service, agent medication service, community physical examination and reexamination service, are
all good. > 7 points; the satisfaction degree of the elderly to community facilities was low, and the satisfaction degree of the elderly to community
psychological counseling, legal counseling, family comfort, daily chat, reading and reading newspapers, tourism activities, sports activities, career
introduction for the elderly was less than 7 points. CONCLUSION: It is suggested that the elderly have a high demand for community endowment
service, and there are still some defects and shortcomings in community service facilities. In view of the existing problems in community endowment
service system, it is necessary for the government to guide and realize the dependence of the elderly in the community, establish a diversified
community endowment service model and accept it by the market. Modern community service for the elderly, in order to continuously improve the
construction of community service system for the elderly, to provide better service for the elderly.
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
