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[Abstract]In order to build a powerful country with human resources, narrow the gap between urban and rural education, improve the quality
of rural education, achieve educational equity, and cultivate talents for all-round development, we must give priority to the development of education.
How to enable rural children to enjoy fair and quality education is an important measure to comprehensively improve the level of education quality,
promote education equity, achieve a strong educational country, and cultivate social builders and successors with all-round development of morality,
intelligence, physique and beauty.
