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ABSTRACT: Objective To explore the common nursing risk factors in obstetrics and gynecology nursing, and summarize
effective targeted measures. Methods 160 patients hospitalized in Badong County People’s Hospital were selected as the
study subjects, all patients were randomly divided into two groups with 80 patients in each group. The control group was
given routine nursing methods, while the observation group was given high-quality nursing interventions, the risk factors in
nursing work were analyzed in detail, and then targeted solutions were implemented. The incidence of adverse events and
nursing satisfaction were compared between the two groups. Results In terms of the incidence of adverse events, the data
of the observation group was significantly lower than that of the control group, and the difference between the groups was
statistically significant (P<0.05). Statistics and calculation of nursing satisfaction showed that the data of the observation
group was significantly higher than that of the control group, and the difference between the groups was statistically significant
(P<0.05). Conclusion There are certain risks in obstetrics and gynecology nursing work affected by many factors, by taking
high-quality nursing interventions, effective analysis of common risks and taking targeted nursing interventions can greatly
reduce the occurrence of nursing errors, reduce the incidence of nursing disputes, and win the satisfaction of patients, it is
worth popularizing.
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
