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Discussion on the hidden danger of orthopedic nursing and humanized nursing

Abstract: Objective: This experiment discusses the hidden danger of orthopedics nursing and the effect of humanized nursing.
Methods: In this study, 80 orthopedic patients from March 2022 to January 2023 in our hospital were selected as research objects
and divided into control group and observation group according to random and average allocation. The control group took routine
nursing, the observation group took humanistic nursing, and the nursing satisfaction and the incidence of adverse events were
compared between the two groups. Results: From the results, the nursing satisfaction of patients in the observation group was
95.00%, the nursing satisfaction of patients in the control group was 72.00%, the difference between the two groups was significant,
with statistical significance (P < 0.05); The incidence of adverse events after nursing was 5.00% in the observation group and
22.00% in the control group, and the difference between groups was statistically significant (P < 0.05). Conclusion: In the process of
nursing orthopedic patients are prone to safety risks. The humanized nursing method adopted in this study can effectively avoid the
occurrence of patient safety incidents and improve the effectiveness of treatment for patients. In clinical practice, it is supported by
many patients and improves patients’ nursing satisfaction. It is worth promoting in clinical practice.
