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Application of High Quality Nursing in Nursing of Elderly Patients with Neck of Femur
Fracture

Abstract: Objective: To explore the effect of high-quality nursing in the elderly neck of femur fracture nursing. Methods: 56 elderly
patients with neck of femur fracture were enrolled in this study from February 2021 to February 2022. Divide into a reference group
(28 cases receiving routine care) and an experimental group (28 cases receiving high-quality care) using a random number table
method, and compare the nursing effects of the two groups. Result: The comparison of hip joint function scores, negative emotions,
pain scores, incidence of complications, quality of life, and nursing satisfaction between the two groups showed that the experimental
group was significantly better (P<0.05). Conclusion: The effect of high-quality nursing in the elderly neck of femur fracture
nursing is more prominent, which can improve the hip joint function of patients, alleviate their negative emotions and pain, reduce
complications, and improve their quality of life. Therefore, patients are more satisfied. This nursing method is worth promoting.
