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The Application of Humanized Management Concept in Nursing Management of Operating
Rooms

Abstract: Objective: To review and analyze the role of applying the concept of humanized management in the nursing management
of operating rooms in hospitals. Method: The inclusion period was from January 2022 to December 2022. Research and discussion
were conducted on the nursing management of the operating room in the hospital during this period. Routine nursing management
work was carried out between January and June 2022 (as the control group), and humanized management concepts were applied
between July and December 2022 (as the observation group) to analyze nursing outcomes. Result: The observation group had a
significant advantage in terms of data and information related to various nursing management results compared to the control group,
with statistical significance (P<0.05). Conclusion: The application of humanized management concept in operating room nursing
management can have a positive impact on the prevention and control of adverse events, improve the level of nursing quality, reduce
the impact of adverse events on patient rehabilitation, and provide more satisfactory operating room nursing services for patients.
