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Influence and satisfaction analysis of quality nursing on patients with chronic renal failure

Abstract: Objective: To study the impact and satisfaction analysis of high-quality nursing on patients with chronic renal failure.
Methods: 52 patients with chronic renal failure admitted to the hospital from October 2021 to February 2023 were selected as the
experimental subjects of this study, and divided into the conventional group (n=26) and the experimental group (n=26) according to
the random number expression method. The routine group adopted routine nursing, and the experimental group adopted high-quality
nursing on the basis of routine nursing. Subsequently, the nursing satisfaction, bad mood and sleep quality of the two groups of
patients in the regular group and the experimental group were compared. Results: The nursing satisfaction and sleep quality of the
patients in the experimental group were significantly better than that of the conventional group (P<0.05); the poor mood of the
patients in the experimental group were significantly lighter than that of the conventional group (P<0.05). Conclusion: The
application of high-quality nursing in patients with chronic renal failure can not only effectively improve the sleep quality of patients,
relieve or eliminate the bad mood of anxiety and depression, and ensure the clinical treatment effect, but also enhance the satisfaction
of patients with nursing work and promote the improvement of the quality of medical services, which is worthy of clinical promotion.
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
