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Abstract Objective To analyze the effect of predictive nursing intervention in children's intravenous indwelling
needle puncture. Methods 78 children who were admitted to our hospital from January 2019 to January 2020
were selected for this study. All the children were divided into two groups: the reference group and the study
group, 39 cases in each group. Routine nursing was given to the reference group, and predictive nursing
intervention was given to the study group. Results the success rate of the study group was significantly
higher than that of the reference group (P <0.05) ; Compared with the failure rate of the reference group, the
study group was significantly lower (P < 0.05). Conclusion the predictive nursing intervention can significantly
improve the success rate of one-time puncture, effectively improve the quality of nursing, and has the value

of promotion.
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
