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Observation and nursing of complications after tracheal stent implantation
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Abstract: Objective: to analyze the complications control and nursing effect of patients with airway diseases
such as airway tumor after tracheal stent implantation. Methods: in our hospital from April 2019 to April 2021,
66 patients with airway diseases such as airway tumor were randomly selected. The control group (n = 33) was given
routine nursing, and the observation group (n = 33) was given complications targeted nursing intervention. The
improvement of quality of life and the incidence of complications before and after nursing were compared between
the two groups. Results: the improvement of quality of life in the observation group was better than that in the
control group, and the incidence of complications was lower than that in the control group (P < 0.05). Conclusion:
Patients with airway tumor and other airway diseases after tracheal stent implantation, through the development

of targeted nursing intervention, can effectively reduce the complications of patients during treatment, improve

the quality of life of patients
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
