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Observation on the effect of "adoption" instrument and equipment management method in emergency nursing work

Objective:To explore the application effect of the management method of the instrument and equipment in

emergency nursing. Methods: the undergraduate course adopted the management method of "nursing" instrument

and equipment in January 2020, and carried out nursing staff of emergency department to adopt the "nursing" for

clinical equipment one by one. Results: through the management method of nursing instrument and equipment,

the nurses' use and mastery degree, knowledge and skills satisfaction were improved, and the maintenance rate

and adverse events rate of the equipment were reduced (P < 0.05). Conclusion: the management method of nursing

equipment in emergency nursing can not only improve the self-confidence of nursing staff, but also greatly

improve the working ability of all nurses.
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
