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Abstract: Objective To analyze the effect of early nursing intervention on preventing deep venous thrombosis of lower limbs after
cesarean section. Methods Sixty—two patients with cesarean section admitted to our hospital from March to November, 2020 were selected
for research, and they were randomly divided into control group and observation group with 31 cases in each group. The control group
was given routine nursing and the observation group was given routine nursing plus early nursing intervention, and the effects of
the two groups were compared. Results The incidence of deep venous thrombosis and nursing satisfaction of the observation group were
better than those of the control group (P < 0.05). Conclusion Early nursing intervention for patients after cesarean section can reduce
the probability of lower limb deep vein thrombosis and improve their satisfaction with nursing service, which is worth popularizing.
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
