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Abstract: Objective: To observe the effect of humanistic nursing intervention among nursing workers in gynecological laparoscopic
surgery. Methods: The research period was from September 2020 to August 2021. The patients who received laparoscopic surgery in gynecology
department of our hospital during this period were listed as observation objects, and 30 patients who actually implemented humanized
nursing intervention measures were set as observation group, and the other 30 patients who actually implemented routine nursing
intervention measures were set as control group. After nursing intervention, the satisfaction of two groups of patients with nursing
work was compared. Results: There were significant differences between the two groups of patients’ mental state evaluation data (P
< 0.05, t =2.213, 2.532). The total satisfaction of the observation group was 96.67%, which was significantly different from that
of the control group (80.0% P<0.05, X2=2.955). Conclusion: Humanized nursing intervention measures can achieve ideal nursing effect
for nursing workers in gynecological laparoscopic surgery.
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
