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Exploring the Development Path of Rural Tourism in Longji Terraced Field Scenic Area of

Guangxi under Rural Revitalization

Abstract: By developing rural tourism, it can promote the increase of farmers’ income, the adjustment and upgrading of
rural industries, and vigorously promote rural development. The 19th report of the Communist Party of China proposes the
implementation of the rural revitalization strategy, which provides significant opportunities for the development of rural
tourism.
