(3) What are the provinces called in England?

(4) Which is the longest river in England?

Then ask students what they know about the United
Kingdom, lead students to know the topic “Puzzles in
Geography” of this passage.
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Step One Pre-reading (Predicting)

Read the title and the map, and then guess what the
reading passage will talk about.
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Step Two Reading (Scanning)

Taskl: Read the first 2 paragraphs carefully and get
detailed information about the puzzles in the United Kingdom.

Puzzle 1: What does England refer to?

Puzzle 2: What does Great Britain mean?
