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[Abstract] Innovation and entrepreneurship education in the new era has become an important task in the reform of China’s
university education system, and improving the innovation and entrepreneurship education model is of great significance to the em-
ployment development of university students and economic and social development. Universities in the United States and Britain
have developed mature innovation and entrepreneurship education models after years of exploration, and their development cases and
experiences are worthy of reference for universities in China. This paper focuses on analyzing the current situation of innovation and
entrepreneurship education in four representative countries, such as Britain and Japan, and comparing the characteristics of innovation
and entrepreneurship education in foreign and Chinese universities; finally, this paper believes that Chinese universities should learn
from foreign inspiration: promoting the development of “industry-government-academia” model, cultivating “dual-teacher” teacher
team, etc. Finally, this paper suggests that our universities should learn from foreign inspirations: promoting the development of “in-
dustry-government-academia” model and cultivating “double-teacher” teachers.
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
