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[Abstract] Middle school English teaching must adhere to the principle of “curriculum standards leading, evaluation as the key,
and textbooks as the foundation”. Curriculum standards, as the basic basis for measuring the quality of education in the country, are
the fixed star for textbook compilation and revision, the wind vane for exam proposition evaluation, and the top priority of middle
school English teaching. The English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education released by the Ministry of Education in
2011 (hereinafter referred to as the “2011 Edition Curriculum Standards™) In the past decade or so, it has led the implementation of
English curriculum reform in the compulsory education stage. With the leap in global technology and the rapid development of new
media on the Internet, higher requirements have been put forward for talent cultivation in the new era. Therefore, this requires us to
continuously revise and improve compulsory education courses to meet the needs of society. On April 21, 2022, the promulgation of
the Compulsory Education Curriculum Plan and Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition) (hereinafter referred to as the “New Curriculum
Standards”) symbolized the launch of a new round of curriculum reform. This has aroused great interest among researchers in the field
of education in comparing and analyzing the new curriculum standards with the 2011 version of the curriculum standards. In view of
this, this article compares and analyzes the new and old curriculum standards from four dimensions: curriculum concept, curriculum
objectives, curriculum content, and curriculum implementation, in order to provide some new insights for the teaching and practical
activities of grassroots education practitioners.
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
