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[ Abstract ] With the increasingly prosperous development of China's economy, culture, technology and other aspects, emerging industries and
new economies continue to emerge, the complexity of social and economic activities continue to improve, the efficiency of economic activities
continue to accelerate, the demand for high-quality, high-skill application-oriented talents continue to intensify. Therefore, application-oriented
universities should take the initiative to analyze the problems in accounting teaching based on the needs of social and economic development and
students' learning conditions, and actively carry out practical exploration of accounting teaching reform, so as to improve the effect of application-
oriented universities' accounting personnel training. Based on this, this paper first analyzes the characteristics of applied accounting talents, then
expounds the problems existing in the teaching practice of applied accounting, and finally explores the methods of accounting teaching reform.
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
