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A study of English Reading Teaching in Junior high Schools Based on
Discourse Markers.

[Abstract] the aim of this study is to explore the application of discourse markers in junior high school English reading teaching. Methods 14
students and 6 English teachers from Grade 7 in a middle school from September 2020 to August 2020 were selected as the 2021. They were divided
into research group and routine group according to the principle of matching the basic data of the two groups, each group has 7 classes and 3 English
teachers. One year later, the study group was taught English in junior high school based on discourse markers, and the control group was taught
English in junior high school based on discourse markers, the students' oral English, reading comprehension, English learning interest and autono-
mous learning ability were evaluated and compared, and the teachers' teaching experience was collected. The results showed that the scores of oral
English, reading comprehension, English learning interest and autonomous learning ability of the study group were significantly better than those of
the control group (p < 0.05) And English teachers' evaluation of the teaching method of junior high school English reading based on discourse
markers is higher, and the teaching effect is better. Conclusion: The method of teaching English reading in junior high school based on discourse
markers is not only helpful to improve students' interest in English learning and reading ability, but also very convenient for English teachers,

therefore, this teaching method is worth promoting.
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
