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Abstract: With the continuous development of society, the focus of education in colleges and universities has also begun to change, from focusing on
improving the professional skills of talents to focusing on improving the comprehensive quality of talents, which also makes the teaching goal of colleges
and universities begin to change to establish morality and cultivate people, and the concept of “three integrity education” and “ideological and political
education” has also been popularized in the education work in colleges and universities. As the main position of ideological and political work in colleges
and universities, the work efficiency and quality of grass—roots league branches can also have an important impact on ideological and political work
in colleges and universities. However, from the current situation of the work of the grass—roots league branches in colleges and universities, due to the
impact of the traditional league work model, the grass—roots league branches in colleges and universities lack vitality in the process of carrying out their
work, and there is a certain lag in the construction level and working methods, which has a greater impact on the work of the league branches in colleges
and universities. It is necessary to put forward improvement measures in combination with the problems existing in the construction and work of grass—
roots league branches in colleges and universities, so as to enhance the vitality of the work of grass—roots league branches in colleges and universities.
This paper analyzes the current situation of the development of grass—roots league branches in colleges and universities under the “three guarantees
education” , and proposes strategies to enhance the vitality of grass—roots league branches in colleges and universities based on the “three guarantees
education” , with a view to providing reference for future research.
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
