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An Analysis of the Application of Situational Teaching
Methods in High School English Teaching
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Abstract: According to the current development of education in China, the effectiveness of English teaching at various stages of education is relatively
good. The teaching ability of English teachers has been continuously improved, the quality of teaching has been significantly improved, and the English
proficiency of students has gradually improved.
