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[Abstract] This paper aims to explore how the ideas of “benevolence, righteousness, propriety, wisdom and trust”
in Chinese excellent traditional culture affect the construction of preschool teachers’ professional ethics. Chinese culture
is broad and profound, and contains rich moral wisdom, which has important guiding significance for the construction of
preschool teachers’ professional ethics. This paper first reviews the core values of traditional Chinese culture, then discusses
how to integrate these values into the construction of kindergarten teachers’ professional ethics, and finally the specific
strategies and methods to promote the construction of kindergarten teachers’ professional ethics.
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
