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Abstract: Under the background of medical system reform in the new era, the educational concept of “three full
education” is a comprehensive educational model adapted to the development of ideological and political education of
nursing major in higher vocational colleges. At the same time, the concept of “educating people with three perfections”
is also the practical requirement of ideological and political work in higher vocational colleges, which is of great
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significance to the implementation of the education system of “cultivating people with virtue” advocated by the Party
and the state. In the ideological work of higher vocational colleges, the ideological and political quality of nursing
talents in higher vocational colleges should be improved from the aspects of curriculum ideology and politics, curriculum
culture, ideological and political practice, etc. Therefore, this paper takes the concept of “three aspects education”
as the starting point, analyzes the advantages and disadvantages of ideological and political training of higher vocational
nursing specialty, and puts forward relevant solutions, and makes the penetration measures of “three aspects education”
in the ideological and political education in colleges and universities, hoping to provide more reference for ideological

and political education workers in colleges and universities.
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
