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Abstract: Inresponse to the call of higher education reform in the new era, colleges and universities have accelerated
the development of talent training mode in recent years by combining economic courses with ideological and political
courses. Talents in the financial field not only need to have a solid professional foundation and skill level, but also
need good professional ethics and correct value orientation. In the past, the ideological education in colleges and
universities only came from the ideological and political teaching in the classroom, ignoring the effective integration
of ideological and political education and professional courses, resulting in the lack of concepts in practical application.
Taking “International Finance” course education reform route as an example, this paper combines the course with ideological
and political education, explores more effective teaching methods in professional training, provides reasonable

suggestions for other professional courses to carry out ideological and political teaching, and contributes to the

cultivation of high—quality socialist talents in colleges and universities.
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
