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Developing characteristic sika deer breeding industry to boost rural revitalization

Through government guidance and
support, leading enterprises drive, cooperative organization and coordination, and other measures, sika deer breeding
and tourism are combined to create a sika deer cultural town, forming a development model of integration of one, two
and three industries, so as to increase employment, Improve the income level of farmers and help the purpose of rural
revitalization
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
