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The effective application of the combination of reading and writing in senior high school English classroom teaching

Abstract; With the reform of education, English teaching level has made great progress. In the past high school

English teaching, the unreasonable phenomenon of separation of reading and writing is easy to appear. Reading is the

input of knowledge and information, while writing is the output.
