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From “one base, three cores and six points” to discuss the teaching and research strategies of
junior middle school English in rural schools

Abstract: With the promotion of the powerful power strategy, English in junior high school education teaching position
is more and more important in our country, compared with the past teaching mode, the relevant departments will take
the “one base and three core six” as a guiding ideology, for rural school English teaching and research ideas, enrich
the teaching and research mode, fundamentally outstanding English school research effect.
