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Abstract: Philosophy is the theoretical view, and the theoretical view of education is the philosophy of
education. From the connotation analysis of the philosophy of education to the philosophy of personal
education of teachers, this paper discusses three levels of the basic content of the philosophy of personal
education of teachers. On the basis of life cognition, it analyzes the philosophy of education, explains the
educational reflection, and emphasizes the significance of the philosophy of personal education of teachers
to the professional development of teachers, to the growth of students, to education and teaching, and to
the response of national policies. It highlights the importance of teachers’ personal educational philosophy
and explores the way to construct teachers’ personal educational philosophy.
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
