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Abstract: In order to actively respond to the Ministry of Education's ideological and political philosophy of "all courses have ideological and political
ideas, and all teachers emphasize education", clarify the elements and responsibilities of curriculum education, and promote the teaching reform and
practice of "curriculum ideological and political" in specialized courses. This paper will be based on audit in colleges and universities to learn professional
required course "Auditing Principles" as an example, through 14 typical teaching case into relevant teaching knowledge, explore the ideological elements
"Into specialized courses teaching, make the audit learn professional education and ideological education mutual fusion, in order to provide reference for
the reform and practice of ideological and political teaching of "Auditing Principles " in colleges and universities under the new situation.
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
