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Analysis of interactive teaching strategies between teachers and students in primary school physical

education
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Abstract: In the process of implementing the new curriculum concept, primary school physical education teachers should adopt an open-minded

teaching philosophy and readjust the position and relationship between teachers and students. A new type of physical education classroom should

be constructed through mutually beneficial and equal interactions. In the new era, physical education teaching needs to achieve effective

interaction between teachers and students through "guidance", providing students with more opportunities for experience and participation, and

further enhancing their learning experience.
