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The Application of Narrow Reading in Teaching English Vocabulary

Abstract: Narrow reading is a strategy in which learners improve their reading skills by reading multiple works on the same

topic, in the same style, or by the same author. Intensive reading and extensive reading only teach students the vocabulary

knowledge of a single text. To address this shortcoming, some scholars have proposed applying narrow reading to vocabulary

instruction. In this study, narrow reading was applied to the teaching of English vocabulary in junior high school based on input

hypothesis theory and schema theory to find its effectiveness in teaching vocabulary. The results of the study showed that

narrow reading helps students solve the problem of vocabulary memorization, and also improves students’ reading ability and

language use ability.
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
