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Abstract: Rehabilitation of neurological diseases is one of the biggest areas covered by rehabilitation of common diseases.
In the curriculum setting of rehabilitation therapy technology major, Neurology is an important basic professional course that
students of this major need to learn and master, which mainly enables students to master the clinical manifestations, diagnosis
and treatment methods and outcome of common neurological diseases in rehabilitation medicine. In the process of diagnosis and
treatment of internal diseases, neurology has its own unique qualitative positioning diagnosis ideas. The complicated clinical
manifestations and etiology of diseases, coupled with the abstractness and complexity of nervous system anatomy, all make
this course more difficult to learn. Since this course is for rehabilitation therapy technology major, it is necessary to distinguish
the differences with clinical medicine major in course design, complement with other courses in professional curriculum, and
focus on the characteristics of neurological diseases and clinical reasoning ability that rehabilitation therapists should know and
know. In order to improve the teaching quality of the course, this study mainly in the aspects of students’ pre-class trial, hospital
practice docking, improving teaching methods, etc., to arouse students’ interest in learning, establish clinical thinking and
reasoning ability, make the course generate extensive and sustained reputation and response, and constantly improve the quality
of the course and teaching quality. The students majoring in rehabilitation therapy technology in grade 15 were randomly divided
into the experimental group (1501/1502) and the control group (1503/1504). The experimental group added the teaching session
of students’ pre-class reporting, and it was found that the experimental group students’ final theoretical score was 13.88 points
higher than the control group, indicating that the teaching session of pre-class reporting has significant significance for improving
the teaching quality of the course. Through interviews with students, it is verified that the improvement of the above various
teaching strategies has really aroused students’ attention and recognition of the course, which can drive the classroom atmosphere
comprehensively and improve clinical skills.
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
