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Abstract: With the advancement of the times, preschool education has received more and more attention. In addition to public kindergartens, private
kindergartens also play an irreplaceable role. The professional development of private kindergarten teachers is directly related to the quality of education.
In order to ensure the development of private kindergarten, we must devote ourselves to the professional development of preschool teachers.

This study mainly takes the professional development of teachers in six kindergartens in J District as the research object, and the selected samples are
teachers from six private kindergartens. The professional development of private preschool teachers is explored from such factors as professional identity,
kindergarten management, government guarantee and professional development motivation. Finally, we should increase government investment,
improve the professional development mechanism and stabilize the teaching staff; Perfect the kindergarten management mechanism and create a good
kindergarten cooperation culture; Improve teachers' social status and enhance their professional identity; We should take measures to strengthen the
awareness of professional development and improve professional ability in order to improve the professional development ability of preschool teachers,
build high—quality teachers, and promote the healthy development of preschool education.
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
