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Abstract: In traditional writing teaching, teachers often first present essays on past college entrance exams, and then require students

to master the required short sentences or sentence structures. But now, with the reform of the college entrance examination, this

method can no longer meet the needs of students. Continuing writing after reading requires a higher level of assessment of students’

comprehensive abilities. Students not only need to have knowledge reserves, but also a broad perspective reserve. Teachers also face

higher challenges and difficulties. On this basis, teachers should adopt effective methods to improve students’ writing skills based on the

analysis of the development trend of college entrance examination composition and the specific learning situation of students.
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
