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Abstract: With the continuous development and progress of society, education, as the cradle of talent cultivation, its management
philosophy and methods are also constantly changing. As an important stage of adolescent growth, the quality of high school education
management is directly related to the future development of students and the overall progress of society. However, there are generally
some problems in current high school education management, such as excessive emphasis on exam scores, neglect of individual
differences and comprehensive development of students, etc. These problems seriously restrict the effectiveness of high school
education management. Therefore, how to introduce new concepts and methods into high school education management has become an

urgent problem to be solved in the current education field.
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
