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Abstract: The 1+N classroom teaching model is an innovative teaching method that emphasizes expanding and deepening around N

related knowledge points, with one core knowledge point as the core.In junior high school English teaching, this model helps students

systematically master key skills such as word memory strategies, grammar points, reading skills and listening training.This study is

based on the 1+N model and designs teaching materials and layered exercises for middle school English knowledge points, aiming to

improve students’ comprehensive English application ability through targeted exercises and activities. Through this mode, students can

transfer and apply knowledge by practicing N related knowledge points while mastering core knowledge points.
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
