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Abstract: Language is a tool for human communication, people are made up of people, a variety of people, groups constitute
society, so language has a social nature, language and society and people are inseparable, language is essentially a social
phenomenon, language can not be separated from society alone, society also needs language to exist, society is composed of
different industries, different classes, different divisions of labor, each social group, each class Each social group or class has
its own characteristics, and the formation of a certain social language is deeply influenced by the nature of the social group's
organization, activities, and the ideology, religion, culture, gender, age, etc. of the members of the society. The military language
is formed in the special social group of the military, which is a special social group composed of soldiers, and the language of the
military is the link between soldiers and military personnel to communicate with each other. When it comes to army language, we
have to talk about soldiers and the army, and likewise when it comes to the army, soldiers also have to talk about army language.
Military language is a social language that is closely related to military personnel and is distinct from other social languages.
Among the existing research results, there are those that study the army language as a capability and those that study the army
language as a national security issue. There are certain research results that study the army language as a capability, but there is
not yet a study that argues for the Chinese army language as a language from a linguistic perspective. The influence of military
language does not lie in the military alone, so it is important to study military language from a sociolinguistic perspective.
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
