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Influence of Clinical Nursing Path Standardization on Urological Patients

Abstract: Objective: To analyze the impact of clinical nursing path standardization on urological patients. Methods: 82 cases of
urological patients received from our hospital from January 2020 to January 2022 were selected as the study subjects. They were
divided into control group and observation group according to random number table, with 41 cases in each group. The control group
implemented routine nursing intervention, the observation group implemented standardized intervention of clinical nursing path, and
compared the nursing effects of the two groups. Results: The nursing satisfaction of the observation group was significantly higher
than that of the control group, the complication rate of the observation group was significantly lower than that of the control group,
and the SF-36 score of the observation group after nursing was significantly higher than that of the control group (P<0.05), which
was statistically significant. Conclusion: Standardized intervention of clinical nursing pathway can guarantee the recovery effect of

patients after operation, improve their living standards, and obtain patient satisfaction evaluation, which is worthy of clinical attention

and promotion.
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
