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Application of humanistic nursing in general surgery nursing management

[Abstract] Objective: To explore the effect of humanistic nursing in general surgery nursing management.
Methods: A total of 84 patients admitted to our hospital in the past year were selected for systematic sampling and
randomly divided into groups. The control group received basic nursing management, while the experimental group
received pedestrian based nursing management. The results of nursing effect comparison between the two groups were
observed and reported. Results: The nursing compliance of patients in the experimental group (95.24%) was higher than
that in the control group (85.71%), and only 2 patients (4.76%) had complications, which was lower than that of 8 patients
(19.05%) in the control group; For the comprehensive satisfaction of nursing, the patient satisfaction of the experimental
group (97.62%) was also higher than that of the control group (85.71%). From the results of various experimental data, it
can be clearly observed that the results of the experimental group are better than those of the control group. Conclusion:
The implementation of humanistic nursing in general surgery nursing management can achieve better nursing effect,
significantly improve the patient’ s nursing compliance, control the occurrence of complications, and the patient’ s
satisfaction with nursing is also higher. This kind of nursing management model has excellent effect and is worth extensive
application.
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
