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Study on the value of pharmaceutical intervention for irrational drug use in

[Abstract] Objective: To analyze the methods and application value of pharmaceutical intervention for unscientific
drug use in hospitals. Methods: 300 prescriptions were randomly selected from the clinical prescriptions issued in our
hospital from January 2019 to December 2019 to investigate as the control group. At this stage, no intervention was
given; Our hospital started to implement pharmaceutical intervention in the pharmacy department from January 2021, and
selected 300 prescriptions and the control group for data analysis. The implementation of pharmaceutical intervention was
summarized and its application value was discussed. Results: In the intervention group, the qualified rate of prescription
was 97.67% after pharmacy department implemented targeted pharmaceutical intervention for unscientific drugs in
hospital, which was significantly higher than 87.33% in the control group, and the difference between the two groups was
significant, P < 0.05. Conclusion: Pharmacy department can effectively manage the situation of unscientific drug use in
hospital by implementing continuous and scientific pharmaceutical intervention, which adds a safer and more reliable drug
use environment for the implementation and promotion of medical reform.
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
