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The effect of comprehensive nursing on wound infection prevention and

satisfaction analysis in spinal surgery

[Abstract] Objective: to explore the specific role of comprehensive nursing in the prevention of wound infection
in spinal surgery, and to analyze whether the application of this kind of nursing model has a positive value. Methods:
70 cases of spinal surgery patients in our hospital in recent two years were randomly divided into two groups, A and B,
respectively, the implementation of routine care, comprehensive care, comparison of the two groups of care. Results: the
incidence of wound infection in group B was lower than that in Group A, and the satisfaction degree of nursing care was
higher than that in Group A, P & Lt; 0.05;. Conclusion: the effect of comprehensive nursing is remarkable. The nurses in
the stage of operation preparation can let the patients know their own disease and operation—related knowledge, eliminate
their negative emotions, and then improve their compliance effectively The nursing during the operation stage can make
the patients enjoy more meticulous nursing service, effectively ensure their safety and reduce the probability of infection,
while the nursing for the patients’ wound in the post—operation stage, it can not only effectively improve the prevention
effect of wound infection, but also promote the healing speed, and then improve patient satisfaction, so this kind of
nursing model is worth popularizing.
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
