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Discussion of the clinical manifestations and related influencing factors in

patients with knee osteoarthritis

[Abstract] Objective: Select the sample data of our hospital to analyze the clinical manifestations and related
influencing factors of patients with knee osteoarthritis. Methods: 120 patients with knee osteoarthritis treated between
December 2019 to December 2022 were randomly selected as the subjects of this study, and the questionnaire survey
was used to statistically and analyze the clinical manifestations and related influencing factors of the patients. Results: The
clinical detection rate was higher than that of male patients, and patients over 60 years were significantly higher than those
under 60 years; in women, menopausal women were higher than untreated women. In addition, the higher the BMI
index and the higher the labor intensity, the higher the detection rate is. Conclusion: Sex, menopause or not, BMI index,
labor intensity, age and other indicators will affect the clinical manifestations of knee osteoarthritis patients. In the process
of clinical diagnosis and treatment, special attention should be paid to high—risk groups, and more attention to labor
intensity factors, and do a good job in publicity and education to reduce the incidence of the disease.
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
