The effect of Hospice Care Model in the end—stage elderly patients

[Abstract] objective to explore the effect of Hospice Care Model in the nursing care of elderly patients at the end of life.
Methods: The 60 patients with end—stage senile disease were treated in the Department of Geriatrics of our hospital from June 2020
to June 2010, and the results were 2021. They were randomly divided into two groups according to the number of the patients in the
hospital: the Control Group (N = 30) and the Trial Group (N = 30) . The patients in the control group were given general nursing
care, while the patients in the trial group were given palliative care intervention on the basis of general nursing care, the scores of bad
mood, pain and quality of life were compared between the two groups. Results: Before intervention, there was no significant difference
in the scores of bad emotion between the two groups, but after intervention, the two scores in the test group were better than those
in the control group, p < 0.05. Before intervention, there was no significant difference in the quality of life between the two groups,
but after intervention, there was no significant difference in the quality of life between the two groups, all the indexes in the test group
were better than those in the control group (p < 0.05) , and there was no significant difference in the pain scores between the two
groups before the intervention, but after the intervention, the pain scores in the test group were better than those in the control group (p

< 0.05) . CONCLUSION: the Hospice Care Model can improve the end—stage life quality of the elderly patients to a certain extent,

which is worthy of clinical application.
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
