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Effect of holistic nursing intervention of laparoscopic cholecystectomy on the

[Abstract] Objective: To analyze the effect of holistic nursing intervention of laparoscopic cholecystectomy on the rehabilitation
effect of patients.Methods: during March 2020—2021 to Linxia, Gansu province hospital of 74 patients treated by laparoscopic
cholecystectomy, random digital sample, these patients are divided into 37 cases and 37 cases of conventional group, and routine care,
give the study group nursing satisfaction, complications, nursing effect, psychological status and comfort indicators to analyze the overall
nursing intervention on rehabilitation effect.Results: Comparing the nursing satisfaction between the two groups, Patients in the study
group had high nursing satisfaction (P<0.05);Comparing the occurrence of complications between the two groups, the complication
rate of the patients in the study group was relatively low (P<0.05);Comparing the nursing effect of the two groups, the nursing effect
of the study group was better than that of the conventional group (P<0.05);Comparing the differences between the psychological status
of the two groups, the psychological status of the study group was significantly improved (P<0.05);The comparison of the comfort
status between the two groups showed that the comfort level in the study group was higher than that in the conventional group
(P<0.05).Conclusion: for patients with laparoscopic cholecystectomy treatment, should adopt overall nursing intervention, the nursing
intervention can effectively improve the psychological state, reduce the risk of complications, improve patient comfort, nursing effect
and nursing satisfaction, to improve the rehabilitation effect has positive effect.
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
