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Research on the Status quo of Medical Humanistic Education Ability of Nursing Clinical Teachers

Abstract: Objective: To investigate the current situation of nursing clinical and teacher-funded medical humanistic education ability in a
tertiary hospital in Panzhihua, analyze its influencing factors, and explore its educational countermeasures. Methods: A 30 nursing teachers
and 50 clinical intern nursing students with clinical teaching qualifications from a third-class hospital in Panzhihua were randomly selected,
and self-made questionnaires were distributed to conduct questionnaire surveys. Master the medical humanistic literacy of clinical teaching
teachers, and understand the satisfaction of teachers and intern nurses with the training content and training methods carried out so far.
Results: The average score of teachers' self-evaluation was 67.03 points, and the average score of students' evaluation was 82.27 points,
which was well evaluated. The current situation of medical humanities education: students evaluated that the teaching method is single
(25.35%), and the personal attention is not enough (23.94%), which is a more prominent problem; The teachers who lead the teaching
believe that the teachers are weak (16.56%), the teaching method is single (15.29%), and the personal attention is not enough (15.29%).
Conclusion: There are certain problems in the current situation of nursing clinical teachers' medical humanistic education capabilities. The
teachers' own medical and humanistic literacy is insufficient, and they are relatively lacking in the ability to educate humanistic quality in
clinical teaching. Therefore, hospitals need to strengthen the assessment and evaluation of the ability of clinical teachers to educate on
medical humanistic literacy, start from the aspects of teaching content and teaching methods, promote the integration of professional
knowledge and medical humanistic literacy education, carry out multi-channel humanistic quality education, and improve the

comprehensive quality of clinical interns.
