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Activity Using micro—class to highlight learning ideas and
teaching objectives, guide students to prepare for the lesson
independently. Through the intelligent learning platform, students
complete a questionnaire about whales stranding.
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Activity Make a campus interview about students’ favourite
animal to liven up to the lesson and lead in the topic——— whales
stranding.
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Activity Text title prediction

I show half of the text title, and ask students to predict the
other according to the word but. Then we figure out the topic———
whales stranding.
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Activityl Ask students to read the text for the writing
purpose, so that they can realize the importance of protecting
whales.

Activity2 Summary

Ask students to make a report on protecting whales in order
to strengthening their understanding of the text. Then I present a
report through the intelligent learning platform.
