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Strategies to Improve the Efficiency of English Classroom Teaching in
Primary Schools under the Background of “Double Reduction”
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Abstract: The “double reduction” policy launched by the state aims to reduce the pressure of primary and secondary school students
and allow students to grow and develop healthily. However, English subverts the language habits of students, involving a large number
of words and grammar, and these words and grammar can only be used flexibly through memorization, so some teachers do not know
how to carry out primary school English teaching under the “double reduction” policy. Under the “double reduction” policy, classroom
teaching must be reformed, and primary school English teaching is no exception. However, there is a big difference between English
and other subjects, and corresponding methods need to be used for teaching, otherwise, classroom teaching will become a mess, and
students’ language ability cannot be effectively cultivated. This paper expounds the primary school English classroom teaching under
the “double reduction” policy, in order to effectively improve the efficiency and quality of primary school English classroom teaching.
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
